“Since the sale process under Chapter 11 enables other badders to
come forward, we cannot say for certamn what the outcome will be. We do expect,
however, that the final purchaser will seek to take advantage of the Fleetwood name and
legacy, as well as endeavor to preserve as many jobs as possible.”
